Commemorative Medal & Envelope

On Friday 11th November 2022 during

Australia’s Remembrance Day, the Australia Post

in conjunction with the Cretan Federation of
Australia & New Zealand will release a limited
edition Commemorative Medal & Commemorative
Envelope marking the 80th Anniversary of the Battle
of Crete in 1941.

This medal and this envelope on the eve of
Australia’s Remembrance Day is launched as a
reminder for what the ANZACS did on Cretan soil
over 80 years ago. This medal is a fitting tribute to
the memory of the hundreds of ANZACS that made
the sacrifice and eventually paid the ultimate price
and never returned home.

The envelope on the other hand will continue to
serve the future generations of Australian Youth as a
reminder of the strong bonds that exist amongst the
Greek and Australian people for years to come.

The Medal is made of Zync Alloy and finished in
Silver with a gross weight of 70 grams, a thickness of
4.2mm and a maximum size of 60mm in diameter.

BRIEF HISTORY

During World War II, from 20 May 1941, Australian,
New Zealand and British troops, along with a Greek
garrison, were involved in ten days of fighting
against Axis forces on the Greek island of Crete, a
strategically important location given its proximity
to the Middle East.

Cretan villagers and allied forces fought valiantly

to contain German units on the ground but were
outnumbered and overrun. The Germans had
significant support from the air and from lItalian
submarines. Allied forces were weary from previous
battles in Greece, and their supplies on the island
were minimal, as was naval and air support.

The intense fighting exacted a heavy toll: more than
3,500 allied personnel were killed (274 Australians)
and more than 12,000 were captured. Crete
remained occupied until the end of the war. The
people of Crete provided food and shelter to allied
personnel and hid many from enemy forces.

COMMENTS

The Australia Post, Manager of Philatelic, Mrs. Cheryl
Roy paid tribute to her late father Mr. Frank Colledge
Roy who served on Crete and could only praise

the respect and the warmth he received from the
people on Crete, especially after what they endured
in 1941. She felt it was small but very important

way of keeping their memory alive. She continued
to praise the work that the Cretan Federation of

Australia and New Zealand, does on a National level
promoting the Battle of Crete eighty years on. Cheryl

also mentioned that a total of 2000 pieces will go
on sale from Friday 11th November across most
Australia Post stores in Australia.

The President of the Cretan Federation of Australia
& New Zealand Mr. Tony Tsourdalakis
sincerely thanked Australia Post and the Philatelic

Department for all the work they did to produce
the medal. It was an initiative that commenced in
2020 but unfortunately wasn't completed due to
Covid 19 until 2022. He praised the commitment

of Mrs. Cheryl Roy and her team to complete this
project in memory of her Father and all his mates
that served in Crete and Greece. He was excited that

over 2000 pieces will be distributed across the nation :

giving Australians the chance to purchase one as a
collectable. The Medal and the Envelope follows the
release of the Commemorative Anzac Biscuit Tins in
2021 by the Victorian Returned Service League and
the Major League Brands.

The Chairman of the Battle of Crete & Greece
Commemorative Council of Victoria Mr. Jim
Papadimitriou also expressed his excitement at the
presentation of the Medal and the Envelope saying
that these collectors’items come at the right time,
as we commemorate Remembrance Day, putting

a perfect closure to all the events that were hosted
during 2021 and 2022 to mark the important
Anniversary of the 80 years since the Battle of Crete.

The Cretan Federation of Australia & New Zealand in
conjunction with the Cretan Commemorations Committee -
The Battle of Crete and the Resistance which is based in Crete
and the Battle of Crete & Greece Commemorative Council

in Victoria have embarked on a project titled «The ANZAC &
Allied Trail of Crete».

The project is about the mapping of a large network of routes
throughout the island, the placement of information signs
with historical narration and photographic material on them,
the development of 3D electronic maps that will be presented
on a website and possibly also in an electronic application and
many other parallel actions that will frame the central idea.

This large project aims to highlight the historical events of
the Battle of Crete through the actual routes followed by the
ANZAC & Allied Forces during the battle, the evacuation, and
points of great interest from the preparation of the defence of
the island and the occupation that followed.

Today, almost 82 years on, we are still fortunate to have a few
ANZAC Veterans still with us, here in Australia, in New Zealand,
in England as well as in Greece, that live to tell their stories and
recall the events of 1941 to 1945. We are excited however that
the Veterans Families, and descendants of the Battle of Crete
have shown enormous interest in going to Crete and walking
the trails of their fathers, grandfathers, uncles and brothers.
The organisations involved feel it's their duty to make this
project a reality. The involvement of the younger generations
and the passing on of historical knowledge is a duty for every
Cretan, anywhere in the world

The preparation of this project requires historical research
which will be carried out in collaboration with historians,
authors, researchers, collectors, and a large network of people
with knowledge of the Battle of Crete and the Resistance that
followed.

The Cretan Federation, the Cretan Commemorations
Committee and the Victorian Battle of Crete Commemorative
Council will conduct the above research and invite the
cooperation of the general public, self-governing bodies,
collectives, and private individuals, local, state and Federal
Governments to partake.

The meetings in preparation conducted by both Mr. Antonis
Tsourdalakis and Mr. Giannis Thimianos with the Municipalities

of Chania, Rethymno, Iraklio, Apokoronas, Ag. Vasiliou and
Sfakia have concluded in a positive and enthusiastic manner,
during August 2022. The entire proposal has also been
presented to the Hellenic National Defence Forces who have
also given their full support moving forward, through the
Ministry for Defence.

This gives the project the impetus it deserves and triggers the
start of the research required for the specifics, that will consist
of the historical and economic-technical study within a short
period of time.

On Friday the 28th of October Father George Kanellis
and Mr. Vasilis Giannakakis, President, Cretans
Association of New Zealand held their first official
meeting with the new Mayor for Wellington Mrs. Tory
Whanau and welcomed her as the new Patron of the
Cretans Association of New Zealand.

Yesterday it was a privilege to have both Mayor
Whanau and Former Mayor Andy Foster attend the
celebration of OHI day hosted by the Greek Orthodox
Community of Wellington at the Greek Orthodox
Church, which is the Cathedral of the Annunciation of
the Virgin Mary in Hania Street, Wellington.

We were honoured to have Mayor Whanau speak after
the Church service held by Father George and lay a
wreath at the Greek-New Zealand memorial.

A memorable moment of the day was during Mayor
Whanau's warm and gracious speech when we found
out that it was also a great honour for her to be able to
speak to us all on this special day as she got to honour
one of her own tipuna (ancestors) - Corporal George
Pokau, who fought alongside the Greek and Cretan
people during WW2.

Thank you to both Mayor Tory Whanau and Former
Mayor Andy Foster for the warmth and grace they have
both shown to the Cretan and Greek community of
Wellington.

WELLINGTON
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Over 270 people from Sydney’s Cretan community
gathered at the Mytilenian House in Canterbury
on Saturday, November 5 for a dinner dance to
commemorate the 156th anniversary of the Arkadi
Monastery holocaust.

The dance was organised by the Cretan Association of
Sydney & New South Wales to honour the over 1,000
Cretan men, women and children who were massacred
by the Ottomans in Arkadi, Crete in 1866.

On the night, there were plenty of youth dressed proudly
in traditional Cretan costumes, along with their families
and a number of special guests including Archbishop
Makarios of Australia; the Consul General of Greece in
Sydney, loannis Mallikourtis; and the President of the
Cretan Association, Emmanuel Vitetzakis; among many
others.

Mr Vitetzakis gave a speech on the night describing

the history of the Arkadi Monastery holocaust, before
thanking the Cretan youth in attendance for keeping the
“Cretan spirit alive.”
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“To all our kids, you make us proud. You may not realise
the pride you instil in all of us when we watch you dance.
The passion you show when you are out there is the
reason why we continue to work hard behind the scenes
to keep the Cretan spirit alive,” Mr Vitetzakis said.

Next to speak was Archbishop Makarios, who not only
stressed how proud he is to be Cretan, but also recited
Cretan‘mantinades’ to the crowd.

The Consul General also spoke on the night. He shared
a personal experience of how his dad brought the
Arkadi holocaust to his attention and emphasised the
importance of “knowing one’s history so we know our
destination.”

“The Cretans are always present in battles... and you
should be very proud of that,” Mr Mallikourtis said.

After these speeches, Mr Vitetzakis presented small gifts
to Archbishop Makarios, the Consul General, and the
three Cretan musicians present on the night.

Giannis Tsourdalakis (lyra and vocals) and Giorgos
Psarakis (lute and vocals) arrived from Crete to perform

live music at the dinner dance. They were accompanied
by local Sydney talent, Manoli Karageorgiou (lute).

The 2022 Megalonisos Award was also presented on
the night to former President of the Cretan Association,
George Siganakis.

At the conclusion of these official proceedings, the Cretan
Association’s junior, intermediate and senior dancing groups
performed to loud applause from family and friends.

The night ended with people mingling and everyone
on the dance floor dancing to traditional Cretan music.

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HOUDALAKIS

The Cretan Federation of Australia feels its imperative that we promote
our culture through our dances. Ms. Stephanie Houdalakis who is a

third generation of Cretan descent and a Dance Teacher at the Cretan
Brotherhood will profile different dances in each issue of « Cretan Times ».

AGALIASTOS

Agaliastos is a type of Greek traditional dance from Crete
and specifically from lerapetra. It is also widespread in
the rest of Crete, as well as in the Greek islands. The dance
contains a simple walking step, in which dancers face to
the side and follow the leader of the line as they form
acircle.

The name correlates with the way the dance is performed,
as dancers grip each other and coil around each other as
if they are hugging. The dancers place their left hand over
their right shoulder. In the old years, to avoid

misunderstanding, this dance was only performed by
relatives, and the closeness and embracing of dancers
revealed romantic feelings between the dancers.

NEW ZEALANDS LAST SURVING
CRETE VETERAN

Cyril Henry Grant Robinson

New Zealand's last surviving veteran of the World War
2 - Battle of Crete - has died, aged 104. Cyril Henry
Grant Robinson known as Bryant, passed away at

Whangamata Moana retirement home.

Mr. Paul London a former president of New Zealand
Crete Veterans Association believes that Robinson
was the last Kiwi veteran of the battle of Crete, last
soldier to have fought in the Battle which was New
Zealand's first major action of World War 2.

After arriving on Crete with the advance party to set
up camp, Staff Sergeant Robinson was captured by
the rampaging Germans on 1st of June 1941 at Suda
Bay. He was kept in a POW camp on Crete for seven
weeks before being taken to Nazi Germany.

By early 1945 with Soviet Armies storming towards
Germany, Robison was one of thousands of men
forced to march west. Known variously as The
March, The Long March or Death March across

Germany it lead to hundreds dying
starving in the blizzards and Sub-
Zero temperatures. He was finally
liberated by advancing American

troops

He passed away peacefully in
Whangamata on 7th August 2022

in his 105th Year. Loving husband of
the late Betty, and the late Brenda.

Grandad of Krister
and Cameron, and special granddad
of Zara and Jake.
