ARCHAEOLOGIST

To receive honorary citizenship of Kissamos in Crete

For the past 15 years, renowned Australian archaeologist
and historian, Dr Michael Bendon, has been travelling to
the Greek island of Crete to work on the ancient site of
Phalasarna and a nearby British shipwreck.

With the help of his friend Dr Elpida Hadjidakis, Dr
Bendon has also been working with locals in the nearby
town of Kissamos to record their firsthand accounts of the
Battle of Crete and the Greek Campaigns in 1941.

To honour this dedication to Crete and its history, the
Australian archaeologist recently received honorary
citizenship of Kissamos. The Greek Herald spoke with him
about how it felt to be recognised and this is what he had
to say.

| was surprised to say the least. Dr Elpida Hadjidakis, my
Cretan colleague, had mentioned some time ago that the
town council of Kissamos planned to give myself and an
associate an award but she had never expanded upon
what type of award it was to be. As the time grew closer
to my meeting with the Mayor, Elpida let it slip that | was
to be made an honorary citizen.

Of course, | immediately felt greatly honoured but
since my return to Australia | have begun to more fully

understand the importance of such an award. | would
mention it in passing to my Greek friends here in Australia
and always accompanying the heartfelt congratulations
there were comments along the lines of this being so very
unusual. One person said:‘'So now that is you and Tom
Hanks!

Even though | was in Crete this past summer for some

ten weeks, pressing local council business and already
scheduled high season events meant that organisation of
the official award ceremony was put on the back burner
until June next year. At that time, | will once again return
to Crete to continue with my work there. Apparently, they
are aiming big for this particular event so | am certainly
looking forward to that special date

The official vote of thanks involved my archaeological
work on Crete both on the ancient site of Phalasarna and
on the British shipwreck just off shore there. | have been
working in Crete on the site of ancient Phalasarna for 15
years, going back each summer to assist Dr Hadjidakis. As
some of the readers may already know, while | was there,
| was pointed to an all but forgotten WWII shipwreck. Dr
Hadjidakis gave me permission to undertake research
into the stories surrounding the vessel. The connection

of the vessel to thousands of ANZAC troops during the
Greek campaign and the Battle of Crete in 1941 sees
me still even now, uncovering so many untold stories of
bravery and sacrifice. These stories are of not only the
troops but also the local populations.

The wrecked vessel is central to the ongoing research, but
every day | have spent on Crete revealed yet more tales
of the harrowing experiences of the battles themselves
and the aftermath during German occupation. Early on
in the investigations | was able to find local eyewitnesses
from Kissamos to events from 1941 and with the help of
Elpida’s daughter Nike | was able to record their amazing
stories. And then of course the ‘discovery’ of the British
skipper of the actual vessel at Phalasarna added yet
another chapter to the history of and the involvement of
the area during those difficult times.

As with most shipwrecks, or at least those underwater,
the vessel at Phalasarna is more difficult for visitors

to get the complete picture than that of a land-based
archaeological site. With this in mind Elpida, Professor
Gunnar Liestol from the University of Oslo and myself
set about developing an app that would allow people to
better understand the wrecksite, the Battle of Crete and
the relationship of both to the local area and its people.
Using a process involving augmented reality, visitors to
the site can take a virtual tour under the water to view
the vessel while a narrator tells the story of the ship and
of the Battle of Crete.

Yes, | have only just come back to Australia from Crete.

| spent just over ten weeks working with Elpida on a
new and exciting excavation on the acropolis of Ancient
Phalasarna.

\We had talked about excavating there for many years
but recently there had been evidence of looting taking

place on the acropolis so Elpida decided to start work on
what was clearly the site of a temple. Initially, we believed
the excavation was going to be a small undertaking as
little remained exposed on the surface other than a few
obvious well-constructed steps and a number of fallen
building stones over a very limited area.

However, as work progressed, the quality and the
quantity of finds grew dramatically. Hundreds of
terracotta figurines, miniature ceramic vessels, jewellery
and weapons left as offerings to the goddess were
carefully collected and catalogued. Further architectural
features and earlier rock-cut installations were uncovered
until the sacred precinct of the sanctuary was found to
spread across the entire area. Every day brought new
surprises as various phases of the foundations of the
outer walls showed that the sanctuary had been in

use for many hundreds of years and even retained its
significance as a place of worship after the building’s
destruction by the Romans in 67BCE.

| will be back to Crete next June for an extended time

to continue work with Elpida on the acropolis, delving
deeper into the archaeological record for this, the central
sanctuary. We will also begin excavations on some of the
many other structures on the acropolis that we surveyed
this season.

In the meantime, Elpida and | have been planning for

a new book on ancient Phalasarna. We are thinking to
make this something more in the format of a coffee table
book rather than a detail-heavy volume. Photographs
from across the entire site, as well as stunning overviews
taken from a drone will be included. We are also in the
process of designing a new display to house some of the
finds from this year’s excavations in the Archaeological
Museum of Kissamos where items uncovered in previous
work at Phalasarna are held.

Sister Cities Wellington & Chania

The Cretans Association of New Zealand was formed

to support the cultural and social needs of migrants
from the Greek Island of Cretans to New Zealand. These
migrants had an active social life aimed at maintaining
and strengthening their ties with their motherland. The
Association was formalised in 1960. Prior to this there
was several other Greek Associations that the immigrants
of Crete were members of. The earliest being the Pan-
Hellenic Association of New Zealand that was formed in
1929 by the earliest Greek residents of Wellington,

New Zealand.

A large influx of Cretans to New Zealand took place in
the fifteen-year period of 1955-1970 so that by the late
1970's more than a thousand Cretans were living in

New Zealand. More than three quarters of them moved
to Wellington where many Greeks had settled. There

are now well over 10,000 people of Greek descent in
New Zealand. The Association focuses on maintaining
the Spiritual and Cultural Links of the Cretans who had
migrated here acting as an incubator of Cretan Music,
Dance, Language, Food and Faith. In 1984 a formal Sister
City relationship was established between Hania in Crete
and Wellington. This was to celebrate the contribution

of the Greek and Cretan communities in Wellington as
well as honour the enormous personal sacrifices that

the Cretan Civilian population made during WWIl in
supporting New Zealand Defence Force personnel.
During the period of the Battle of Crete and the ensuing
occupation the Cretan Civilians, at great personal risk,
fed, housed, clothed and sheltered NZDF including many
members of the famed 28th Maori Battalion who were
evading the Nazi Forces on the island for over three years.

In 1994 the Cretans Association of New Zealand came
under the auspices of the Cretan Federation of Australia
and New Zealand along with all the Cretan Associations
of Australia. Every January the Cretan Federation runs
a three-day national conference with participation of
members of the Cretan Associations from throughout

In May there is also the Annual commemoration of

the Battle of Crete with representation from New
Zealand, Australian and British Government officials

as well as NZDF Personnel. In 2022 at the Battle of

Crete commemorations in Wellington then Mayor of
Wellington, Andy Foster signed an agreement confirming
the Mayor of Wellington as a perpetual Patron of the
Cretans Association of New Zealand in honour of the
sacrifices that Cretan civilians made during WWII.

The Cretans Association of New Zealand continues to
grow with the Association now being led by the children
and grandchildren of those who had migrated to New
Zealand after WWII, maintaining the Cretan traditions
here in New Zealand and adding to the inclusive and rich
diverse cultural identity of Wellington.

In September 2023 a delegation of approximately 35
Cretan & Greek New Zealand Youth are travelling to Hania
to honour the Sister City relationship and to ensure that
the relationship forged through the mutual sacrifices
between the two cities remains strong well into the
future.

The latest book authored and researched by Mr.
Socrates Tsourdalakis titled «The Cretan Pioneers

of Australia» takes us back 200 years and brings to
light yesterday's Cretans of Australia. It documents
the first Cretan that arrived on Australian shores
back in 1829 and all the Cretan people that followed
in the 1800's up until the 1950’s before the post

war migration, hence why he has labelled them as
pioneers.

When Socrates came to Australia, as an immigrant
in 1965, he had the pleasure of meeting several of
them, that were still alive. He would follow them
with admiration and often wondered how brave
they were to make the decision and set voyage to
Australia, the unknown lands at the time. It was a
very brave decision on their part, a huge risk, that
they were prepared to take.

Socrates would have never imagined that after
commencing research he would locate Hellenes

of Cretan descent that began arriving in Australia
from 1829 onwards, who eventually married into
the Australian Society, and to this day; still live on,
seven generations later. They are truly labelled as
the Hellenic Pioneers.

The first Chapter refers to these Cretan Immigrants
in detail, when they arrived, how they arrived, who
they married, their children, what they did for a
living and if any had community involvement.

The second chapter refers to the descendants of
these Pioneers, that served in the Australian Armed
Forces in all theatres of Conflict including the First
World War, the Second World War, the Korean War,
the Vietnam War and of course descendants that are
currently serving our Armed Forces, which are so
many, as profiled in the book.

The following chapters make reference to many
Cretan descendants that served as founders in the
establishment of the Greek Orthodox Community
of Melbourne & Vitoria back in 1897, many of whom
served on the Boards, he then continues to profile

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Georgios Rerakis, son of Nikolaos Rerakis and Katerina
Rerakis (nee Patramanis) was born on the 3rd October
1928 in the village of Episkopi, in the province of
Mylopotamos, in the prefect of Rethymnon, on the
island of Crete. He was one of seven children, with
siblings Maria, Yianni, Popi, Zeta, Anna and Athina. He
was a much-loved brother-in-law, uncle, friend and
neighbour to many. A passionate and proud Cretan.
George was brought up in poverty and wartime. With
his father Nikolaos serving as a soldier for 9 years
during the Balkan and Asia Minor wars, George, then
only a child, was sent across Crete to bring a sack of
barley or wheat to help feed the family.

His father returned as an injured but decorated
soldier, and today, his award for bravery is proudly
worn by his grandsons. Hardly a teenager when WW2
broke, out, George met his first ever Australians and
even remembers the Australian soldier, Jack who
along with two others, were being hidden by Cretans
in an old farmhouse. George had the risky mission of
sneaking food across to brave Australian soldiers, and
fondly remembers being gifted a watch. Amongst
other courageous tasks, George snuck papers for the
Greek resistance by hiding them under a donkey’s
addle, from his village across German checkpoints, to
a pharmacist in Heraklion.

War-ravaged Greece could not provide George the
necessary opportunities to further his education

and to become a horticulturist. However, the simple
Cretan life provided him with a love of Cretan culture
and especially singing Mantinades. George had

an adventurous spirit and fuelled by dreams of a
better life; he arrived in Australia in 1954. He started
learning English during his long boat journey and
with his inmate, George relished in his new life in
Australia, never complaining of hard work, or difficult
conditions. He enjoyed his days in Bonegilla Migrant

Camp, winning fruit picking competitions and even

meeting fellow Cretans there who had musical
instruments which meant he could continue his
passion for song and company.

For most of his working life, George was a mail officer,
who possessed a sharp memory for postcodes. With
his self-taught English, George was able to help many
migrants with their paperwork. For many years, he
worked the night shift at the GPO using the extra
income to help his family get ahead. He left the GPO
to commence a business “Katinas

Drapery” with his wife Katina in Glenroy selling
anything you could imagine for the migrant
household. Upon meeting his beloved Katina, it was
instant love that led to their marriage in 1959 and
four children.

George and Katina would work hard to ensure his
children had the best they could afford, and to provide
opportunities that were denied to them. The proudest
moments for George were seeing his children and
grandchildren carry on the traditions of his Greek and
Cretan heritage, attain educational success, and create
their own families. Ever the gracious host, George
would invite many people, and Katina would tirelessly
prepare. The house was open for all and there were
many, many parties and cherished memories for

the family including spontaneous music nights with
visiting Cretan musicians, and Katina making soup

in the early hours of the morning for the welcomed
guests.

George was also open-minded and embraced the
carefree life in Australia; he had a love of sports,
especially footy, and along with family friends,
enjoyed many summer camping holidays in
Warrnambool where he was affectionately known as
“Bert”and Katina as “Shirl". George had a wonderful
sense of humour, and many laughs were had by all.
George's passion was his garden - flowers and pot
plants decorated his home and his vegetable and fruit
crop were so abundant that it fed the families of his
children and many more as well. His “old age” came
abruptly.

George was an extremely honest, honourable and
decent man — he would always help others and always
used to say “Better you lose you sight, than lose your
name”. In his reflective last months, George expressed
gratitude for his many years of living life to the fullest,
and was acknowledging of the difficulties for Katina,
the tireless carer for his failing body.

From a community perspective Georgios Rerakis was
a founding member of the Rethimnian Association of
Melbourne ARKADI from 1972, serving in the position
of Treasurer for several years.

George passed away peacefully on the 25th
December 2022 at the age of 94. He is succeeded by
his wife Katina Rerakis (nee Paraskevakis), children
Mary & Habib, Nick & Helena, John & Susie and Anna &
Kim. He was a proud grandfather to ten grandchildren
namely George, Parissah, Kathryn, Yianni, Peter, Yiorgi,
Nikita, Sotiri, Elise and Angelina.

The Foundation Assembly will take place on Thursday 9th
June. During the evening the program will include, the
establishment of the Branch, its goals and aspirations as
well invite all those Greeks who can discern their debt as
active Greek-Australians towards those who benefited
Hellenism and rooted its national dignity towards history
and our ancestors, seeking the understanding and
