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AUSTRALIA

The Cretan Federation of Australia and New Zealand was
honoured to have the presence of high-ranking personnel from
the Hellenic National Defence Force in Australia for this year’s
events to commemorate the 83rd anniversary of the Battle of
Crete.

Once again, the visit strengths the recognition of the sacrifices
made by the Anzacs in 1941 and the enduring transnational
friendship between Greece and Australia.

Leading the delegation was Vice Admiral Christos Sasiakos,
Deputy Chief of the Hellenic National Defence General Staff,
accompanied by his wife, Maria Karadimitriou, Captain Pavlos
Angelopoulos, Staff Officer of the Bilateral Relations Directorate
of the Hellenic National Defence General Staff and Lieutenant
Commander Stylianos Mitsiotis, Staff Officer of Public Relations
Directorate of the Hellenic National Defence General Staff.

The delegation was accompanied by Colonel loannis Fasianos,
Military Attache of the Hellenic National defence force based in
Canberra.

President of the Cretan Federation of Australia & New Zealand,
Emmanuel Mountakis, expressed his joy that Australia was
honoured with the presence of the delegation from Greece."We
were honoured by the presence of yet another High Ranking
Military Delegation from Greece, representing the Hellenic
Defence Force General Staff. This delegation was led by the
Deputy Chief, Vice-Admiral Christos Sasiakos. This delegation
added prestige to our events and reflects the seriousness and
importance the Greek Government places on its friendship
with Australia and New Zealand and the shared sacrifices of its
military personnel”

The delegation’s programme in Australia included events in
Perth, Sydney, Canberra and Melbourne.

PERTH

The legacy of the Battle of Crete was immortalised with the
unveiling of Australia’s first ever memorial for this WWII conflict,
in Kings Park. This was revealed during the wreath laying

ceremony attended by the Western Australia Premier Roger
Cook, Archbishop Makarios of Australia and one of the last
surviving veterans of the Battle of Crete, Arthur Leggett OAM.

SYDNEY

There were many commemorative events including a cocktail
party at the Anzac Memorial in Hyde Park, the annual wreath
laying ceremony at the Martin Place Cenotaph Monument,
the annual dinner dance, and a doxology and church service
at the Greek Orthodox Cathedral of the Annunciation of

the Theotokos. During the delegation’s time in Sydney, a
ceremonial olive tree was also planted at Lamia Barracks in
Sydney and they met with Archbishop Makarios of Australia.

CANBERRA

A memorial service and wreath laying for those who fell in the
Battle of Crete was held at the Australian Hellenic Memorial,
followed by a commemorative wreath laying ceremony at the
Tomb of the unknown soldier — Australian War Memorial. The
memorial service was attended by an Australian veteran of
the Battle of Crete, who had fought to defend the island as a
member of the ANZAC corps — 102 years old today — Mr. Les
Cook of the 6th Division.

MELBOURNE

For the final city stop on the delegation’s Australian tour, they
attended a number of commemorative events including the
cocktail party at the Cretan House, a wreath laying ceremony
at the Shrine of Remembrance, a secondary wreath laying
ceremony at the Australian Hellenic War Memorial, a dinner
dance at the Cretan Village, a church service and doxology

at the Greek Orthodox Church of the Transfiguration of Our
Lord and the official opening of the ANZAC Hellenic Memorial
of Northern Suburbs at the Greek Orthodox Church of the
Transfiguration of Our Lord.

“Vice-Admiral Sasiakos and the delegation arrived in Perth as
invited guests and left Melbourne three weeks later as friends,”
Mr Emmanuel Mountakis adds.

NORTHERN TERRITORY, QUEENSLAND, SOUTH
AUSTRALIA, TASMANIA AND NEW ZEALAND
Although due to time constraints the delegation was unable
to visit other cities and territories, the 83rd anniversary of the
Battle of Crete was still honoured.

Northern Territory: Commemorative dinner dance at the Greek
Church Hall.

Queensland: Commemorative dinner dance at St Anna’s
Function Centre, Gold Coast and doxology and church service
held at the Greek Orthodox Church of Saint Anna, Gold Coast.

South Australia: Commemorative dinner dance at the Festival
Centre.

Tasmania: Commemorative doxology and church service at
the Greek Orthodox Church of Street George Church, wreath
laying ceremony at the Domain Cenotaph and a reception at
the Hellenic Hall.

New Zealand: Commemorative doxology and church service
at the Greek Orthodox Cathedral of the Annunciation of the
Virgin Mary, followed by a wreath laying ceremony at the Greek
- New Zealand Memorial and community lunch at the Greek
Orthodox Community Function Centre.

“Commemorations took place in every capital city in Australia
as well as New Zealand's national capital. | am proud of the
work and dedication that all of our Member Organisations,
their Committees, volunteers, supporters and sponsors have
put in, to make sure the memory of our fallen ANZACS and
Cretan people is never extinguished. | am especially proud of
our Federation's new National Board, who took on the huge
task behind the scenes, of coordinating the various events and
making sure that we were all focused and working together
to honour this 83rd Anniversary,” the President of CFANZ
concludes.
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AUSTRALIA

Across Australia this year, the 83rd anniversary of the Battle of Crete
was commemorated with a number of wreath laying ceremonies,
memorial services, a memorial unveiling and sold-out dances.

Two young and talented musicians, Yiannis Giannakakis (Lyra) and
Stelios Papadakis (Lute) from Crete, were hosted and played at
events in Darwin, Sydney, Melbourne and Brisbane. This is the first
time these two musicians have come to Australia.

“Our invited Cretan musicians, Giannis Giannakakis and Stelios
Papadakis, entertained us at the Dances in Darwin, Sydney,
Melbourne and the Gold Coast. Their passion for their heritage
expressed through their music and "parea", was contagious! They
bonded quickly with our youth nationally and built up quite a
following by the time they left for Greece. Thank you boys,” exclaims
President of the Cretan Federation of Australia & New Zealand,

Emmanuel Mountakis. It must be noted that attendees in other
states were entertained by local, Greek Australian musicians.

Now 83 years in the past, this battle was fought on

the other side of the world, far removed from modern
Western Australia. It was a battle that we did not win and
as the years have passed, our memories of, and direct
connections to this campaign, have somewhat faded.
But there remain lessons learnt that must not be lost,
and connections forged that must be preserved. This is
the reason why this memorial has been built. We hope
that the memorial is a place of reflection and a source of
inspiration and information on this not to be forgotten
episode in our shared history.

The Memorial recognises and pays respect to the people
of Crete who not only fought bravely, but also risked so
much to assist Australian and Allied personnel defending
the island, particularly the efforts of the Cretan villagers
and monks in assisting Allied troops evade capture in
the aftermath of the battle, despite serious risks to their
personal safety.

The role of the Cretan people in assisting our soldiers was
also recognised by the late Corporal Geoff Edwards OAM
who remembered the bravery and sacrifice of the Cretans
who helped him evade capture. He built in Margaret River
in an area he named Prevelly Park, a Greek Orthodox
Church, St John the Theologian, after the monastery at
Preveli on Crete. During the battle, 274 Australian soldiers
were killed, 507 wounded and 3,102 taken prisoner.

Symbolism in the memorial design:

«  The broken Column is a metaphor for a life cut short.

«  Australian Solder of the 2nd/11th (City of Perth)
Battalion facing North, the direction from where the
invaders of Crete had come.

«  Facing West is a Greek Soldier of 1941. The symbolism
of a Western facing ally is of an enduring connection
between both nations.

«  Facing South is a Royal Australian Navy Rating. HMA
Ships Perth, Napier and Nizam fought valiantly in the
campaign to keep sea lanes open and assist in the
evacuation of the troops.

«  Facing East is a rural Cretan woman - her presence
recognizes the courageous efforts of the Cretan

villagers and clergy in feeding and protecting our
soldiers with considerable risk to their own lives.

A funeral wreath of eucalyptus leaves is inlaid in the
circular base. The base contains a dedication to the
defenders of the island and a quote from the ancient
Greek general and historian Thucydides. “Freedom
stems from Valour” History of the Peloponnesian War
(2.43.2).
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On the 11 May 2024, a very pleasant Saturday morning
over 400 people joined the Committee to celebrate the
dedication of the Battle of Crete Memorial in the Saw
Avenue memorial precinct in King's Park. The Committee
was very proud to hear the very positive praise expressed
by our invited dignitaries in their speeches. Without
exception all believed the design of the memorial was

of an excellent standard, befitting the significance that
the Battle of Crete has to Australian and Greek military
history.

The presence of the highly ranked overseas contingent
at this ceremony highlights the strong bonds that have
developed between Greece, Australia, and New Zealand.
There is little doubt that the ANZAC involvement in
Greece and Crete contributed to the Greek migration

to Australia and New Zealand in the years immediately
following the second world war.

Arthur Leggett OAM, the 105-year-old veteran was our
guest of honour. He was a former member of 2/11Bn

AIF. Arthur who is one of the two remaining Australian
survivors of the Battle of Crete was taken captive by
German Paratroopers and spent more than four years in
a prisoner of war camp. The mere fact that he was able

to be present was an honour. Arthur recited the Ode of
Remembrance and was able lay a wreath.

Welcome to Country was presented by Ms Di Ryder OAM,

s S MUAGHTR

a well-known and respected Noongar Elder. She also
informed the audience about the little-known facts about
the number of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders who
participated in the battle. Di also served in the ADF.

After thanking and welcoming the long list of
distinguished guests, Bill Evangel asked each member

of the Committee to identify themselves by standing.

He noted that a great deal of hard work was needed

by the Committee to bring the memorial to this stage.
He thanked everyone for taking the time to attend the
function with specific reference to relatives of veterans
and particularly those who travelled long distances. Bill is
currently President of the Greek Australian Returned and
Services League and Chairperson of the Battle of Crete
Memorial Committee.

Bill thanked Smith Sculptors for their outstanding work
in designing the memorial and Colgan Industries for
executing the construction and installation phase of the
project.

Speeches were presented by His Excellency the
Honourable Chris Dawson AC APM, the Governor of WA,
the Honourable Roger Cook MLA, Premier of WA, The
Honourable Matthew Keogh MP, Commonwealth Minister
for Veteran's Affairs representing the Prime Minister of
Australia, His Eminence Archbishop Makarios Primate

of the Greek Orthodox Church of Australia and His
Excellency Stavros Venizelos, Ambassador for The Hellenic
Republic of Greece to Australia.

Fly pasts have been traditionally performed by the military
around the word as a mark of respect for individuals,
organizations and public events. The nature of the fly past
varies according to the event in question and can involve a
number and type of aircraft.

In this case the RAAF indicated that it wanted to support
the dedication and pay its respects by allowing a single
aircraft, a PC21 from Pearce Airbase to travel North to
South over the memorial. At approximately 11:10 am the
aircraft flew over Kings Park much to the amazement of
the crowd.

FIt LT James Pears who flew the plane commented
afterwards that he was very honored to be given the task
and enjoyed executing it.

The Committee thanks the RAAF for this very important
gesture which had a great impact on the ceremony.

After the guests completed their wreath laying,
associations, community groups and relatives of veterans
were also invited to lay wreaths.

His Excellency Chris Dawson broke with a long-standing
traditional protocol by allowing Arthur to lay the first
wreath. A kind and generous gesture that was appreciated
by all present.

The association, its members, and the Greek community in
Canberra were delighted to host a delegation from Greece from
May 20 to 23. The visit began with a warm welcome dinner at
the Hellenic Club of Canberra on Monday evening, attended by
presidents from various Greek associations and members of the
local Greek community.

On Tuesday morning, the delegation engaged in meetings with
the Vice Chief of Defence and enjoyed a tour of Duntroon. The
afternoon featured a special intimate meeting with 101-year-old
veteran Les Cook, who received a gift from the Hellenic Armed
Forces, marking a heartfelt moment in the commemorations.
The day concluded with a dinner hosted by the Ambassador of
Greece, fostering further connections and discussions.

Wednesday was marked by a poignant wreath-laying ceremony
at the Australian Hellenic Memorial. High-ranking officials from
embassies, high commissions, local associations, and a school
group touring Canberra attended the event. In a moving tribute,
Les Cook, assisted by his family, laid a wreath. Following this,

the delegation laid another wreath at the Tomb of the Unknown
Soldier at the Australian War Memorial and received a VIP
guided tour of the memorial.

The delegation's visit concluded on Thursday morning as

they departed for Melbourne. The commemorations not only
honoured the historical ties and sacrifices made during the
Battle of Crete and the Greek Campaign but also strengthened
the bonds between the Greek community in Australia and
Greece.

CANBERRA
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Like every year, May was certainly a busy period
commemorating the 83rd Anniversary of the Battle of
Crete. We had the absolute honour of welcoming the
delegation from the Hellenic Armed Forces. Vice Admiral
Christos Sasiakos: Deputy Chief of the Hellenic National
Defence General Staff along with his wife Mrs Maria
Karadimitriou, Captain Pavlos Angelopoulos: Staff Officer
of the Bilateral Relations Directorate of the Hellenic
National Defence General Staff, Lieutenant Commander
Stylianos Mitsiotis: Staff Officer of Public Relations
Directorate of the Hellenic National Defence General
Staff and Colonel loannis Fasianos: Military Attache of the
Hellenic National force based in Canberra.

Over the short period of time the delegation was

in Sydney, they managed to cover a vast number of
scheduled meetings and events. The delegation visited
Lamia Barracks Holsworthy, where they took part in

the Olive Tree planting ceremony. They visited the
Greek Orthodox Parish of Kogarah and the adjacent
Australia & Lemnos War Memorial. They were special
guests at All Saints Greek Orthodox Grammar School
for a commemorative school assembly about the Battle
of Crete. They went to St Basils Randwick Aged Care
Facility to see the great work they do for their residents.
They were hosted by Consulate General of Greece in
Sydney, Mr Yiannis Mallikourtis, where they discussed
the valuable work that the Greek consulate does and
the strong Greek Australian community in Sydney that
it serves. They went to the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese
of Australia, where they had a tour of the Cathedral of
the Annunciation of the Theotokos, and were warmly
received by His Eminence Archbishop Makarios of
Australia. A discussion followed about the local church
and all its initiatives.

On the evening of Friday 17th May, we held our Battle

of Crete Cocktail Party. This year we co-hosted the event
with the Consulate General of Greece, Sydney. It was held
in the NSW Anzac War Memorial in Hyde Park. A perfect
venue for the commemorations. Speakers on the night
were Consul General of Greece in Sydney, Mr Yiannis
Mallikourtis, followed by our President, Mr Emmanuel
Vitetzakis, then our guest of honour Vice Admiral Christos
Sasiakos. This was followed by a captivating recount of

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the Battle of Crete, by renowned author Mr Craig Collie.
And closing we had an address by former President of
the Cretan Association of Sydney & current Chairman of
the Joint Committee of the Battle of Crete and the Greek
Campaign, Mr James Jordon. He shared his personal
insight of his grandfather in Crete post war. His words
resonated deeply within the audience as he spoke about
the importance of the connection of Greece and Australia.
He pinpointed the mutual respect between the countries
and the importance in maintaining this relationship in
the future. The following day we had the wreath laying
ceremony at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier at Martin
Place. His Eminence Archbishop Makarios conducted the
trisagion service and then 83 wreaths from various Greek,
Australian Associations, Military & Political representatives
and Greek Schools, were laid in memory of the fallen.
That evening, the Annual Ball commemorating the

Battle of Crete was held at The Grand Vaudeville. Here
our International Cretan Musicians, Yiannis Yiannakakis
and Stelios Papadakis, together with our local talent
Alexander Mountakis, played all night, to the delight of
the crowd.

Our 3 dance groups walked into the venue together
with our musicians, with an emotional entrance. Our
young children recited a poem about the Battle of Crete.
Then the dancing performances began. First the junior
group had everyone on their feet cheering them on. Our
Intermediate group continue to grow and excel. Then
our Performance Group mesmerised the crowd with
their passionate and high energy performance. All in
attendance agreed that this was one of the best dances
they have attended.

The following morning we attended the Battle of Crete
Memorial Service conducted by His Eminence Archbishop
Makarios of Australia & Chancellor Archimandrite

Father Christophoros Krikelis & was held at Cathedral

of Annunciation of Our Lady Greek Orthodox Church,
Redfern. This year for the first time the commemorations
coincided alongside the Memorial service held for the
Genocide of our Pontian Brothers & Sisters. A wreath
laying service was held by the Pontian Association of
NSW Pontoxeniteas.

The final event on the Battle of Crete commemorations
calendar was held the following week at the Garrisons
Church in Millers Point. We honour and uphold these
commemorative events to ensure that our future
generations never forget the bond between the two
countries.

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The Greek and Cretan Community Weaved into Wellington’s History

Nestled in Wellington, our vibrant capital city, is a
rich cultural tapestry woven by diverse communities
from around the globe. Among these, the Greek
and Cretan community stands out for its enduring
presence and significant contributions to the

city's social, economic, and cultural landscape.

The roots of the Greek presence in Wellington trace
back to the late 19th century when the first Greek
immigrants arrived seeking new opportunities in

a distant land. Drawn by tales of prosperity and
adventure, these pioneers embarked on a journey
that would forever shape the city's identity. Initially
settling in the bustling streets of Wellington's
central business and Courtney Place districts, they
established businesses, cafes, and restaurants,

introducing the flavours of Greece to the Kiwi palate.

However, it was not until the mid-20th century that
the Greek community experienced a significant
influx, fuelled by waves of migration following
World War Il and the Greek Civil War. Among these
newcomers were Cretans, whose distinct cultural
heritage added another layer to Wellington's
diverse mosaic. Together, they formed tight-knit
communities, preserving their traditions, language,
and customs while embracing their newfound
home.

As the Greek and Cretan presence in Wellington
grew, so too did their influence on the city's social
fabric. From the iconic Greek Orthodox Church -
Cathedral of Annunciation of the Virgin Mary in
Mount Victoria to the annual Greek Food Festival,
their cultural institutions became integral parts of
Wellington's identity, inviting locals and visitors

alike to experience the richness of Hellenic heritage.

In 1984 Wellington and the city of Hania on the
island of Crete in Greece formed a Sister City
relationship to celebrate the contribution of the
Greek and Cretan communities and the strong links
formed since the Battle of Crete and World War Two.
The area surrounding Hania was the scene of some
of the fiercest fighting during the 1941 Battle of
Crete between New Zealand and German troops.

In 2024 Wellington and Hania celebrate 40 years as
Sister Cities with the Greek and Cretan associations
invited to participate in Sister City events and this
year’'s Waitangi day celebration in the city.

What sets Wellington apart is its embrace of
multiculturalism and inclusivity, values that resonate
deeply with the Greek and Cretan Orthodox
communities.

Whether savouring a traditional Greek feast at a
Sister Cities event or dancing to the rhythm of
Cretan music on Waitangi Day on the waterfront,
Wellington oZers a warm embrace to all who call it
home.

Central to this ethos of inclusivity is the Wellington
City Council, which plays a pivotal role in supporting
and empowering the Greek and Cretan community.
Through initiatives like cultural festivals, community
events and grants, the council fosters connections
and facilitates dialogue, ensuring that every voice is
heard, and every culture celebrated.

Moreover, the council's commitment to
multiculturalism is reflected in its policies and
urban planning eZorts. From the revitalization of
inner-city neighbourhoods to the creation of public
spaces that honour diverse heritages, Wellington's
built environment serves as a testament to the city's
commitment to preserving its cultural legacy for
generations to come.
