The 2024 Cretan Federation of Australia and New
Zealand Youth Trip to Greece was a life-changing cultural
immersion experience.

Nineteen enthusiastic youth delegates immersed
themselves in the rich history, vibrant culture, and
language of their ancestral homeland during an
unforgettable 14-day journey in Athens and Crete. This
experience profoundly deepened their connection to
their heritage.

Day 1

Our unforgettable youth trip began with a warm
welcome lunch at KAAY Agios Andreas, where
participants shared a lovely meal while getting to know
each other and our hosts from GEETHA and CLIMS. After
settling into the rooms, we were taken to the nearby
picturesque town of Neos Makris for a walk along the
coast and a coffee break, where we all recharged with
our drinks of choice - Frappe, Freddo Cappuccinos and
Espressos! With the day drawing to a close, we enjoyed a
hearty dinner before retiring to our rooms, eager to rest
and recharge for the exciting adventures awaiting us the
next morning.

Day 3

we rose early to visit the Salamina Naval Base. Here, we

: After this unforgettable experience, we headed to
Lagoudera Fish Tavern for a leisurely Sunday lunch.

: Savouring a delectable selection of fresh seafood dishes, we

: Day4

: Athens, stepping into history at the iconic Panathenaic
Stadium, where the first modern Olympic Games were held
i in 1896. Next, we climbed the Acropolis, marvelling at the

i majestic Parthenon, before delving into the treasures of

: the Acropolis Museum on a guided tour. We continued our
adventure around Athens by walking through the streets

¢ of Plaka, with a pit-stop lunch at Dia Tauta in Monastiraki to
¢ refuel for the adventures ahead.

Another highlight on the day’s itinerary was our official visit
: to the Australian Embassy in Greece, where we were warmly
: welcomed by Ambassador Alison Duncan. Over a delightful
: afternoon tea, she shared captivating stories about her

time in Greece and provided insightful information about

: the Embassy's initiatives. Our youth even showcased their

¢ impressive dance skills with a captivating performance

. As the evening unfolded, we made our way to the Kourites'
Cultural Heritage Centre for an immersive experience

i celebrating all things Cretan. We embarked on a guided

¢ tour of the museum, uncovering the rich history of this

. renowned dancing group. Expert seminars followed, with
Mr. Manolis Patakis exploring Cretan costumes and Mr.

¢ Michali Sifakaki leading an energetic dance workshop. The
¢ evening unfolded with a Cretan Keresmata celebration,

: featuring live music by talented local musicians that had
everyone dancing into the night. As we bid farewell, the

i musicians and Kourites members sang us off to the bus,

i creating an unforgettable ending to an incredible day.

: Day 5

Following our jam-packed day on Monday, Tuesday was an
: action-filled day. As we journeyed to our first destination,

. we witnessed a display of paratroopers leaping from

: aplane, setting the tone for an unforgettable day. Our
morning adventure took us rail biking, pedaling along

: the scenic coastal railway on specially designed draisines,

. taking in breathtaking views.

Next, we visited the Special Forces Education and Training
Centre, where we were treated to a thrilling showcase of
elite training exercises featuring water approach warfare
simulation, mountain climbing, and underwater survival
exercises.

Day 6

The youth trip reached new heights with our thrilling visit
to the Tangara Airfield Base and the 114-fighter wing. We
were given presentations at the 332 Squadron and 331
Squadron, gaining valuable insights into the world of
military aviation. The excitement escalated as we got up
close with the Rafale F3R and Mirage 2000 fighter jets.

We were also lucky enough to watch four Rafale F3R fighter
jets and four Mirage 2000 fighter jets soar into the skies for
their training exercises.

Our farewell lunch was graciously hosted
by GEETHA and CLIMS leadership, where we were treated
to a heartfelt presentation of gifts to commemorate our
time in Athens. As we bid farewell to our generous hosts,
we boarded the bus and returned to base to prepare for
our early morning departure.

Day 8

Our Athens chapter may have come to a close, but the
adventures were far from over. Following an early morning
departure from Agios Andreas, emotional goodbyes to our
devoted tour guide Olga and bus driver Kosta, and a swift
flight from Athens to Chania, we were eager to immerse
ourselves in our ancestral homeland.

Stepping off the plane at loannis Daskaloyiannis Airport
in Chania, Crete, we were delighted to be met by Sifis
Viglakis, from the Cultural Association of Chania Viglatores,
who joined us for our first morning in Chania. After a
brief breakfast pit stop at the charming Koukouvayia
Café in Chania, we learnt more about one of the greatest
politicians of Modern Greece with a guided tour of the
Venizelos Graves, the statue of Spyros Kayales as well

as the Eleftherios Venizelos Musuem. Next, we explored
Crete's rich maritime heritage at the Nautical Museum of
Crete, with a guided tour of the Australian Naval section,
honouring the Battle of Crete's brave sacrifices.

As the sun began to set, our talented youth had been
invited to perform together with the Cultural Association
of Chania Viglatores, at Caldera Creta Paradise. Our
youth mesmerised a packed auditorium with their
energetic and passionate performance of traditional
Cretan dances. The evening's magic continued as our
youth shared a delightful dinner with the Viglatores
Dance group, fostering meaningful connections and
unforgettable memories. We extend our heartfelt gratitude
to Sifis Viglakis for inviting our youth to perform and for
organising a wonderful dinner gathering.

Day 9
Following their captivating first performance, our youth
enjoyed some well-deserved relaxation time at the
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stunning Falassarna Beach. As they soaked up the sun,
swam, and lounged in the shade, they recharged for the
next exciting experience. We then ventured behind the
scenes to uncover the secrets of Crete's signature spirit,
tsikoudia.

Day 10

Our second beach day of the trip was a tranquil escape to
the charming town of Sfakia. We spent their day soaking
up the sun, exploring the town's quaint streets, and
relaxing on the picturesque local beaches.

It was a great honor performing for His Eminence Archbishop Makarios of Australia, The Hon
Consul of Greece in Tasmania, Mrs Ekaterina Skalidis, Members of Parliament, Bishops and Fathers from around
Australia. This was a very significant and momentous event in the history for the Parish of Holy Trinity and we were
very grateful to be involved.

Christos Polentas was born in 1941 in the most renowned part
of Crete, Sfakia. The Sfakians have a reputation for being wild,
independent and strong. Old travellers called them“. that most
remarkable part of the population of Crete....true warriors".
They are also known in Greece as the nation that does not give
in. This is how one would best describe Christos. a fighter till the
end.

He was the strongest person | have ever known. He was
generous and kind-hearted and was always there not only for
his family but also for his friends. He loved his mother Theodora
dearly and his brother and two sisters. He had the most special
relationship with his brother Manouso as they were close in age
and being brothers, they did everything together. No matter
how much time they spent apart later on in life their bond was
always strong. He had a huge impact on people’s lives which has
been quite evident with the memories that many people have
shared with us over the last two weeks.

He always saw the best in people and taught as to be kind,
proud and humble. When he met our beautiful mother, it was
love at first sight and even in his last moments on this earth

all he could see was her. Growing up he was always there for
me and my sisters and even though he didn’t have a son, he
always considered and treated his nephew Jim like one. We are
thankful that he shared so much of his life with you and got to
do the things with you that he couldn’t do with his daughters.
As young children he was our hero. Every day, we would wait
to hear the sound of his truck at the end of our street, and we
would run and jump on the back while he drove us back home.
We would spend hours with him in the back yard while he made
wine or tomato sauce. He would show us how he bred birds
and how to take care of their hatchlings. He always welcomed
everyone into our home with open arms and an open heart
usually with a lamb on the spit and a few tsikoudies. Having
two daughters myself, | know how difficult it can be to relate
and try to understand young girls. My father however always
found a way. He was always a positive force in our lives in the
good times and the bad. When we experienced hard times, he
would comfort us and teach us how to overcome our struggles.
He would hold his fist up high and say “dinati” which means “you
are strong".

He was my sister Nicole’s biggest supporter and always
encouraged her to keep going and to keep making her art,
because it's important. He was so proud and collected all of her
exhibition invites. He constantly told his friends of how proud
he was that she taught at RMIT and always helped construct
installation displays for her shows.

Our parents have always been our biggest supporters and have
taught as the true meaning of family. He loved and doted on

all his grandchildren and | truly wish that they had more time
with their papouli because every minute spent with our Dad
was a blessing. Many doctors said he was a mystery, a miracle
because his heart still kept on beating nearly 10 years after his
cardiac arrest and all the other issues he encountered with his
health. We would tell them; you don’t know our father he is a
fighter and he will continue to fight till the end. Our father never
wanted to leave us and we never wanted him to leave us but

his body had grown weak and we all knew it was time to say
goodbye. The day our father died a part of us also died with him.
Even though he is no longer with us his spirit will always be in
our hearts and we will carry him with us forever.

When Annie Anezakis returned to Oxford University for
medical school in 2023, she didn't plan to row again, after
taking a year off the sport. Soon she realised she “missed
the structure and routine” it provided her and joined the
team again.

“It was a dream of mine from high school - to study at a
historic institution like Oxford and to compete in the Boat
Race, one of the most prestigious rowing races in the
world - so | still have to pinch myself that I'm here," told
Annie Anezakis to Neos Kosmos.

At 26, the Greek Australian Oxford student has the
discipline “to sacrifice what is necessary to succeed” in
her studies, career, and sport. As she paddles through
the demands of medical studies and rowing training, she
focuses on“finding a healthy balance”

“Balancing rowing and studying have helped me develop
really good time management skills - | make sure | use
any time that I'm not in the classroom or at training very
effectively!”

Mastering a demanding schedule

Anezakis is on the rowing team at Oxford, aiming for

the Boat Race—a 6.8 km race through London against
Cambridge University. As President of the women'’s team,
she looks forward to another season with Oxford, having
raced in the 2022 and 2024 Boat Races.

Unlike the pace of rowing at times, the dedicated athlete’s
daily routine at the university is far from “cruisy.”“A typical
day starts in the gym around 7am, with a weights session
or training on the rowing machine,” says Anezakis. After
that, she will either attend lectures “all day or be on
placement in the hospital, learning from the doctors and
assisting with patients.”

Once classes are done, she heads to the boathouse for

a few hours of rowing.“l get home around 7pm, have
dinner with my housemates and get some studying in
before bed.”

For Anezakis, this challenging program means more than
just practical skills. “Being in the boat also allows me to
disconnect from the stress of my studies and find some
time for myself

Sharing special moments with family

The 26-year-old medical student was accepted to Oxford
last year, but it wasn't her first time on campus.

She completed a master’s in pharmacology, having
started her studies at the university in September 2021.
Greek families come together for big moments, and
finding out whether Anezakis got into Oxford for the
second time was no exception.

She remembers being on FaceTime with her “biggest
motivator and supporter,” her mum, telling her how she
“didn’t think she'd get in."“She (mum) asked me if | had
checked my junk email, so whilst we were on the phone,
I had a quick look and there it was — my offer to study at
Oxford. There was a lot of screaming and many tears,” she
recalls.

“I was very lucky to have shared such a special moment
with her, even on opposite sides of the world.”

Keeping Hellenic traditions alive Anezakis says she has
shared a taste of Hellenic culture with her housemates in
England.

“When I'm back in Oxford, | love cooking Greek food for my
housemates (giouvetsi is everyone’s favourite), I'm often
caught playing Greek music on the speakers in the rowing
gym, and | try to keep in contact with friends I've made in
Greece over the summer.”

Wherever she is in the world, she always looks for ways

to stay connected to her heritage.“I've also found all

the Greek cafes in the city for a freddo cappuccino and
spanakopita.”

Feeling deeply “connected to her Hellenic roots,” Anezakis
has spent most summers in Greece with her family. This
year, she “spent just over a month in Greece,”including a
few “special” weeks staying with her yiayia and papou in
Lesvos, where her mum'’s family is from.

For the 26-year-old aspiring doctor, living in England is a
“bonus” she says, since it's just a few hours from Athens.
As part of her medical degree at Oxford, she'll need to
complete a 10-week placement anywhere in the world
after final exams. It's easy to guess which destination is on
Anezakis's mind for this.

“I'm planning on going to Greece for that, to gain a better
understanding of the healthcare system and find potential
opportunities to work in Greece in the future.

Pursuing a childhood dream

From a young age, Anezakis dreamed of becoming a
doctor, a passion that grew stronger over the years. “It has
always stemmed from a desire to help others and have a
positive impact on people’s lives.”

Her curious nature makes it difficult to choose a specific
area of medical specialty. For her Master’s, she researched
a new drug for treating a type of lethal cardiac arrhythmia
in children.

Her undergraduate research project covered the efficacy
of a specific stem cell treatment for muscle injuries in
athletes and the impact of the menstrual cycle on injury
risk in female athletes.

“Follow your ambition, trust yourself and never give up”
Anezakis’s journey in rowing began when she was
recruited to row and study in the United States after
winning the Australian National Championships with her
high school, St Catherine’s, in 2016.

She completed her undergraduate degree at Princeton
University, where she was on the rowing team and helped
run the Special Olympics rowing program for people with
intellectual disabilities.

At Princeton, she won an American National
Championship in her final year before heading to Oxford.
After that, she plans to return to Melbourne to start her
career as a doctor and be with her family again.

“I miss my big Greek family at home and can’t wait to be
at family events in person, not over FaceTime!” While she

“loves studying and working abroad,” her dream is to find a

way to split her work between Australia and Greece.

As for the advice she gives to young aspiring doctors:
“Follow your ambition, trust yourself and never give up.
More practically, preparation from as early as possible
is key, put yourself in the best position to have a strong
application when the time comes.”

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SOUTH AUSRALIA

In 2023, South Australian Greek Indigenous lawyer Matthew
Karakoulakis was named one of the Most Influential Leading
Lawyers in Australia by the Australasian Law Awards.
Karakoulakis has also recently been elevated to a black belt
in Brazilian Jiujitsu—he’s clearly someone you want on your
side. The lawyer also hosts his own podcast, ‘Rolling Through
Negotiations Podcast,’ which examines the essentials of
negotiation. Karakoulakis says Greek and Aboriginal cultures
share much, such as “Respect for elders, as well as the
significance of extended families, villages, and clans, is common
between both cultures.”

“I have many Greek and Aboriginal aunties, and even as an adult
and a lawyer, | listen to them, just like when | was a kid.
Karakoulakis returned to Adelaide after a 20-year absence,
carving out a legal career in Melbourne, Brisbane, and Sydney.
It's hometown, after all. He says he loves living in Adelaide
“because it's where family is, where | was born and where | grew
up. It's home, and | can connect with family”.

“It's safe, efficient, productive, and has a good lifestyle here.

“My mum and nan are here, also uncles, aunties, cousins, and
community. I'm living on Kaurna Country.“l am proud of my
Greek and Aboriginal heritage; my wife is Brazilian. Adelaide has
a positive attitude towards multiculturalism for both Greek and
Aboriginal communities.

Karakoulakis founded AMK Law, which focuses on “resolution
and commercial law” and specialises in “First Nations
businesses.” Karakoulakis the Flinders University graduate left
for Melbourne but his wife, whom he says is “very wise”, decided
they moved back to Adelaide in 2020 “just before COVID struck,
and a month or two after arriving in Adelaide, Melbourne went
into almost two-year lockdown.”

Karakoulakis' father, the Greek side, is “very passionate

about Aboriginal culture”. His father is Greek, and he met

his Aboriginal mother while working in a fashion store in
Adelaide. The Aboriginal side of his life was something he
began investigating as a teenager. Policies such as removing
Indigenous children from their families are one reason for
many Indigenous people’s gaps in family histories. “There was
separation, in my family, other Aboriginal families and across
Indigenous society through government policies - so | had to
find out as | grew up."The lawyer has always been involved in
Greek culture and says he had a“profound” experience with his
father and partner at the Greek Orthodox Church on Anastasi. “I
am proud of both worlds, and there is much similarity between
both...so many crossovers.”

His passion for law
began at a young
age. “l was ten years
old, walking with
mum and dad down
King William Road,
[Adelaide], when |
said,‘Mum, dad, |
want to be a lawyer’
| could see how laws
impact people’s lives
even then!

“As a lawyer, | have
always believed

that could make an impact and be a cause for good,” says
Karakoulakis.

“I battle to bring out the best outcomes based on law and also
navigate the law to bring out the best possible moral outcome.”
The Indigenous Greek legal expert says there can be “a big gap
between black fella law and white legal systems” but quickly
points to “some real similarity.”

“A careful application of ‘cultural principles can result, he says,
in proper outcomes when it comes to Aboriginal boards and
requirements for community service” While on the one hand, a
lack of understanding might be an issue, other times, though,
Aboriginal community obligations and Australian law are not
entirely different”. “Just as the legal system has laws governing
directors and works within the Corporations Act, Aboriginal
leaders act in the best interest of their mob.” Australia has one
of the better legal systems, and a good lawyer’s role is to try and
get the best outcome for the right and moral cause operating
in the law. Matthew Karakoulakis believes that morality can be
pursued and advanced through the law.
